Entry Requirements: All entries must use an original
photograph as the basis for the final image. Traditional,
digital or alternative photographic processes may be used.

All photographs must have been taken by the person
whose name appears on the entry form. Photographs must
have been taken since Jan. 1, 2008, and must not have
been previously selected in ANY FORM of juried competi-
tion.

Framing of accepted images:

The submitted print must be a reasonably accurate rep-
resentation of the digital image selected. Any substan-
tive difference between the digital image and print sub-
missions may be grounds for rejection.

ONLY those images invited for submission will be ac-
cepted at take in.

All photographs must be in a sturdy frame ready to hang on
the wall, with wire securely attached for hanging. Saw tooth
hangers, clip frames or cardboard frames will not be ac-
cepted.

The maximum length or width of entries, when measured
inside the frame, is 36 x 36 inches. Glazing is recom-
mended but not required.

Hawai'i Photo Expo and Wailoa Center will not be held re-
sponsible for any damage to entries.

Hawai'i Photo Expo, Inc., and Wailoa Center reserve the
right to reject work that is difficult to handle or sexually ex-
plicit.

Claim tickets will be provided on submission of your printed
and framed submission, and are necessary for pick up of
entries on June 24". A storage fee of $10 will be charged
for photographs not picked up on this day..

2010 JUROR - BRIAN TAYLOR

Brian Taylor is known for his innovative explorations of alternative photographic processes including non-silver printing techniques, mixed
media, and hand made books. Brian is thankful for his rigorous education in traditional photography, including the Zone System, and later
used the benefits of learning technical rules to better help him “break the rules” in his more recent work. Brian hopes this technical diversity
enables him to appreciate broad styles of photography, from the darkroom to digital prints. He has been a recipient of grants from the Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts and the Polaroid Corporation. Brian’s artwork has been exhibited nationally and abroad in numerous solo and
group shows and is included in the permanent collections of the Bibliotheque Nationale, Paris; the Victoria and Albert Museum, London; the
San Francisco Museum of Modern Art; the Los Angeles County Museum of Art; and the International Museum of Photography at the
George Eastman House, Rochester, NY. His work has been published in American Photographer, Photo Asia, Exploring Color Photogra-
phy, and most recently, on the cover of Photographic Possibilities.

Born in Tucson, Arizona, Brian received his B.A. Degree in Visual Arts from the University of Califor-
nia at San Diego, an M.A. from Stanford University and his M.F.A. from the University of New Mex-
ico. Brian is currently a Professor of Art and Design at San Jose State University in California.

In Brian's own words:

I've had a genuine commitment to my photography for over 30 years. You'll see stylistic changes
occurring within my work, beginning with a reverence for fine printing acquired during my early stud-
ies with Ansel Adams, Oliver Gagliani, and later, Van Deren Coke and Beaumont Newhall in gradu-
ate school. While I'm thankful for such a disciplined education in tradition, soon enough | longed for
my own contemporary voice and technique: one that would allow me the freedom to portray my im-
ages photographically while still showing my hand as the maker. Through the years, my work has
evolved into a more liberated, freer style, allowing avenues of expression not possible in straight
photography.

Certain compelling concerns recur throughout my work: | have a love of texture and handmade
physicality in my art, and | have a desire to make visible the invisible undercurrents of our lives. My
imagery is inspired by the surrealism and poetic moments of living in our fast-paced, modern world. | am interested in how daily life in the
late 20th and early 21 Centuries presents us with incredible experiences in such regularity that we no longer differentiate between what is
natural and what is colored with implausibility, humor, and irony.

Things | look for in a photograph:

Here's my favorite definition of a good photograph: “A good photograph is a fortuitous combination of form and content.” The form of the
photograph is what the shapes within the image look like, aside from what they mean as subject matter. Successful form is inviting and se-
ductive to the eye, not awkward; the formal composition of the photograph has a pleasing arrangement and the viewer senses this arrange-
ment as the wisest solution for the scene. Successful content— or subject matter— has to do with the message contained in the photograph,
regardless of the visible forms and shapes. Great content is creative and interesting, and makes the viewer feel the photographer is reveal-
ing something new; contributing something fresh or surprising to the history of so many photographs that came before it.

Photographers juggle so many challenging balls in the air beyond form and content: we must learn and display impressive technical skills,
we must be alive, alert and perceptive to notice an amazing scene in the first place, and we must be prepared when the subject is ready
and waiting— usually for only a few seconds! A successful photograph manages all of these challenges and feels complete, “all of a piece.”
